Using OE software – setting up a new event

Setting up an event in OE2003 (quick/brief checklist)

1. Create the new event

i. From scratch OR

ii. From template OR

iii. From old event (use Event/Copy function)

We currently have no template system for v10 events.  However Matt Schepisi has a system that is just as easy to use as a template, based on using his pre-entries system.

Note the event number can be changed using Windows Explorer

2. (In Event Settings) check that Zero time is set to the format used for control programming, usually 0:00:00

3. (In Event Settings) click Settings button for other vital settings:

a. Check Use start station (if a start punch is to be used)

b. Mode: always use Time taking

c. Event duration – to set clock format.  Choose 12 to 24 hours.

4. Use Courses menu item to create course.  Options are import courses (e.g. from Condes) or enter manually.  If from Condes, export file as XML.  Go to OE, choose Courses/Import  courses.  Use Clear and Create Again.  Select the file name and type.  Click on Import top left of screen to commence.

5. To enter controls, go to Courses/Courses.  You can manually enter controls here, or use Condes imports.  Note: under Code Checking, normal = line course, mixed = score course

6. Classes are set up in Entries/Classes.  If you want age groupings shown in the results, you need to set up each age group.  For state events, just enter 10 classes corresponding to the courses – short name is eg C01, long name is eg Course 01.  Age groupings can still be displayed in the results.

7. Assign course to classes by going to Courses/Classes and assigning correct classes/age groups to courses.

8. Put in entries using Entries/Entries (or use another option such as importing entries).  Use View menu to add fields for screen display of entries.  If column turned off, no data needs to be entered.  Click on Archive to bring up the archive table for entries but always check if it has correct details (i.e. has been recently updated). 

9. If set start times are to be used (i.e. major events), use Start list/Organisations.  Set up start intervals, first start time and start box numbers.  Start list-draw is used to allocate start times to competitors, within the parameters set above.  There are different options, such as leaving vacant slots for late starters.  Start lists can be printed from here.
